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PARENT LETTER RE: SELF ADMINISTRATION OF EPINEPHRINE FOR A POTENTIALLY LIFE-THREATENING ILLNESS

The Sussex County Charter School for Technology Board of Trustees will permit the self-administration of Epinephrine via auto-injector by a student for a potentially life-threatening illness provided that:

· The parents or legal guardian of the student provides the Superintendent and the School Nurse written authorization from the healthcare provider for the self-administration of Epinephrine via auto-injector.
· The parents or legal guardians of the student provides the Superintendent and the School Nurse written certification from the healthcare provider that the student has a potentially life-threatening illness and has been trained in the proper method of and is competent to self-administer the Epinephrine via auto-injector.
· The parent or legal guardian of the student sign a statement acknowledging the school shall incur no liability as a result of any injury arising from the self-administration of the Epinephrine via auto-injector by the student and the parents or legal guardian shall indemnify and hold harmless the school, the Board of Trustees and its employees or agents from any and all claims arising out of the self-administration of this medication.
· The Permission is effective for the school year in which it is granted and must be renewed for each subsequent school year.
